Jumpstart and Review:  
Real, authentic worship has nothing to do w/ Religion but everything to do w/ 
Relationship. Real, authentic worship has nothing to do w/our Song Selection but 
everything to do w/ our Souls Surrender! 
 

Uzza didn’t die of Natural Causes. Uzza died of “Common” Causes. Commonality w/ 
God is what killed Uzza. The crippling effect of COMMONALITY has crept in and is 
contaminating our view of God. 
 

In Isaiah 6:1, something SHIFTED here for Isaiah and in I Chronicles 13 a similar 
SHIFT happened for David as well. Both SHIFTS happened around the deaths of dudes 
with similar names – Uzza and Uzziah. Their names come from the same root word 
meaning “strength (forceful, security, majesty, praise); boldness, loud, might, power, 
strong.” 
 

The spirit of PRIDE and the spirit of PRIVILEGE is killing Kingdom of God Culture in 
the Body of Christ.
